The material in the Financial Bid packages shall be given solely to Commissioners, staff and consultants of the Department (including, but not limited to London Economics International LLC and Inland Energy Consulting), provided, upon completion of the bid selection process and contract execution, the Financial may be  made available to the reviewing parties of the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and its consultants, The Attorney General’s Office (AG), and the EDC Counterparty, in the contested case proceeding required by General Statutes of Connecticut § 16-244m(i), These third parties shall execute a Nondisclosure Agreement and be bound by the terms of this Protective Order being granted the Financial Bid information.  Any person granted access to Protected Materials shall take all reasonable precautions to keep this information secure in accordance with the purposes and intent of the protective treatment that the Department is providing.  
The sealed envelope should be clearly marked “CT RFP 2006 - Confidential,” with the following language “This envelope is not to be opened nor the contents to be displayed or revealed except pursuant to the pertinent Protective Order issued in Docket No. 05-07-14PH02.” Each Financial Bid package should be for only one proposal and must include on the front of the envelope the numerical identification code that the RFP Coordinator provided to the bidder in confirmation of receipt of Qualification package for said proposal.  The top of each page of the package should also be marked “Protected Confidential Material.”  Each copy must be secured individually.  The package must also contain a clearly marked CD-ROM with an electronic copy of the Financial Bid package, including the Financial Bid template – Appendix J (please check the RFP website, www.Connecticut2006RFP.com, for updates to the Financial Bid template – Appendix J).  

E-mailed submissions of the Financial Bid package will not be accepted.

Pursuant to the attached Protective Order granted by the Department of Public Utility Control (Department), protected treatment is provided to all Financial Bid information   submitted in this Docket (e.g. the Financial Bid template (Appendix J), and any revisions or updates to Appendices F, H, and I that the bidder may submit as part of the binding Financial Bid) for a minimum of six months after the Department’s final decision.  For clarification, please see the Protective Order attached herein.  
The disclosure of the Financial Bid information may undermine the competitive position of the bidder and compromise a bidder’s ability to negotiate favorable contracts at the lowest reasonable costs with engineers and construction contractors and fuel suppliers, gain site control, and accomplish other tasks necessary to achieve timely commercial operation, if the project is selected in this RFP process. The disclosure of the Financial Bid information may also compromise a bidder’s alternative market opportunities, if he is not selected in this RFP process. In addition, certain information in the Financial Bid may compromise the overall competitiveness of the wholesale energy market, as it may provide commercially sensitive information about the technical operating parameters of the proposed project. For the foregoing reasons, the Department grants the attached Protected Order for all of financial bid information submitted in this proceeding as this material constitutes trade secrets and/or commercial or financial information, not required by law, and is exempt from disclosure.  General Statutes of Connecticut § 1-210(b)(5).
